This format is similar to those delivered at TED events. Successful sessions of this type often confront conventional wisdom. The most effective sessions of this type challenge conventional wisdom and present controversial views.

· Plenary/General: A presentation to the full group of attendees. Topics and speakers must be compelling to this large audience and representative of the global IR community. 


· Structured/Panel: A traditional-style session with one to four instructors or speakers instructing attendees on how to meet a standard, best or leading practice with regards to a specific topic or function. Content comes from speakers and the session covers fundamental to advanced understanding of the topic or function. Panel discussions with moderators are included in this group.


· Workshop/Case-Based: Similar in kind to a structured session, workshops focus on in-depth instruction of practice(s) highlighted through the use of case studies or exercises. Constructive interaction, useful data and actionable material are key elements of successful workshops. Typical session length: 2 hrs
